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SECTION I. INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS 

 A. General 

Scope of Bid 1.1 In connection with the Invitation for Bids indicated in the 

Bid Data Sheet (BDS), the Employer, as indicated in the 

BDS, issues these Bidding Documents for the procurement 

of Works as specified in Section VI, Works Requirements.  

The name, identification, and number of lots (contracts) of 

the International Competitive Bidding (ICB) are provided in 

the BDS. 

 
1.2 Throughout these Bidding Documents: 

the term ñin writingò means communicated in written form 

and delivered against receipt; 

except where the context requires otherwise, words 

indicating the singular also include the plural and words 

indicating the plural also include the singular; and 

ñdayò means calendar day. 

Source of Funds 2.1 The Borrower or Recipient (hereinafter called ñBorrowerò) 

indicated in the BDS has applied for or received financing 

(hereinafter called ñfundsò) from Australian Agency for 

International Development (hereinafter called ñAusAIDò) 

toward the cost of the project named in the BDS.  The 

Borrower intends to apply a portion of the funds to eligible 

payments under the contract(s) for which these Bidding 

Documents are issued. 

 
2.2 Payments by AusAID will be made only at the request of the 

Borrower and upon approval by AusAID in accordance with 

the terms and conditions of the financing agreement between 

the Borrower and AusAID (hereinafter called the Loan 

Agreement), and will be subject in all respects to the terms and 

conditions of that Loan Agreement.  No party other than the 

Borrower shall derive any rights from the Loan Agreement or 

have any claim to the funds.  The Loan Agreement prohibits a 

withdrawal from the loan account for the purpose of any 

payment to persons or entities, or for any import of equipment, 

plant, or materials, if such payment or import is prohibited by 

a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under 

Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations. 
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Fraud and Corruption  3.1 It is AusAIDôs policy to require that Borrowers (including 

beneficiaries of AusAID loans), as well as bidders, 

suppliers, and contractors and their subcontractors under 

AusAID-financed contracts, observe the highest standard of 

ethics during the procurement and execution of such 

contracts.

 In pursuance of this policy, AusAID:

: 

(a) defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set 

forth below as follows: 

(i) ñcorrupt practiceò

 is the offering, giving, 

receiving or soliciting, directly or indirectly, of

improper purpose, including to influence 

improperly the actions of another party; 

(iv) ñcoercive practiceò

 is impairing or harming, or 

threatening to impair or harm, directly or 

indirectly, any party or the property of the party to 

influence improperly the actions of a party; 

(v) ñobstructive practiceò is 

(aa)  deliberately destroying, falsifying, altering or 

concealing of evidence material to the 

investigation or making false statements to 

investigators in order to materially impede an 

AusAID investigation into allegations of a 

corrupt, fraudulent, coercive or collusive 

practice; and/or threatening, harassing or 

intimidating any party to prevent it from 

disclosing its knowledge of matters relevant

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to the investigation or from pursuing the

(bb)  acts intended to materially impede the 

exercise of AusAIDôs inspection and audit 

rights provided for under sub-clause 3.1(e) 

below. 

will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the 

Bidder recommended for award has, directly or through 

an agent, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, 

coercive or obstructive practices in competing for the 

contract in question; 

will cancel the portion of the loan allocated to a contract if it 

determines at any time that representatives of the 

Borrower or of a beneficiary of the loan engaged in 

corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, or coercive practices 

during the procurement or the execution of that contract, 

without the Borrower having taken timely and 

appropriate action satisfactory to AusAID to remedy the 

situation; 

will sanction a firm or individual, including declaring them 

ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated period of 

time, to be awarded an AusAID-financed contract if it at 

any time determines that they have, directly or through 

an agent, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, 

coercive or obstructive practices in competing for, or in 

executing, an AusAID-financed contract; and 

will have the right to require that a provision be included in 

bidding documents and in contracts financed by an 

AusAID Loan, requiring bidders, suppliers, contractors 

and consultants to permit AusAID to inspect their 

accounts and records and other documents relating to the 

Bid submission and contract performance and to have 

them audited by auditors appointed by AusAID. 

 
3.2 Furthermore, Bidders shall be aware of the provision stated 

in Sub-Clause 15.6 of the General Conditions. 

Eligible Bidders 4.1 A Bidder may be a natural person, private entity, 

government-owned entityðsubject to ITB 4.5ðor any 

combination of such entities in the form of a joint venture or 

association (JVA) under an existing agreement or with the 

intent to enter into such an agreement supported by a letter 

of intent.  In the case of a joint venture  or association: 

(a) unless otherwise specified in the BDS, all partners 

shall be jointly and severally liable for the execution of 

the Contract in accordance with the Contract terms, and 
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(b) the JVA shall nominate a Representative who shall have 

the authority to conduct all business for and on behalf of 

any and all the partners of the JVA during the bidding 

process and, in the event the JVA is awarded the 

Contract, during contract execution. 

 4.2 A Bidder, and all partners constituting the Bidder, may have 

the nationality of any country as specified in Section V, 

Eligible Countries.  A Bidder shall be deemed to have the 

nationality of a country if the Bidder is a citizen or is 

constituted, incorporated, or registered and operates in 

conformity with the provisions of the laws of that country.  

This criterion shall also apply to the determination of the 

nationality of proposed subcontractors or suppliers for any 

part of the Contract including related Services.   

 4.3 A Bidder shall not have a conflict of interest.  All Bidders 

found to have a conflict of interest shall be disqualified.  A 

Bidder may be considered to have a conflict of interest with 

one or more parties in this bidding process, if :  

(a) they have at least one controlling partner in common; or 

they receive or have received any direct or indirect subsidy 

from any of them; or 

they have the same legal representative for purposes of this 

bid; or 

they have a relationship with each other, directly or through 

common third parties, that puts them in a position to 

have access to information about or influence on the bid 

of another Bidder, or influence the decisions of the 

Employer regarding this bidding process; or 

a Bidder participates in more than one bid in this bidding 

process. Participation by a Bidder in more than one Bid 

will result in the disqualification of all Bids in which 

such Bidder is involved.  However, this does not limit 

the inclusion of the same subcontractor in more than one 

bid; or  

a Bidder participated as a consultant in the preparation of the 

design or technical specifications of the works that are 

the subject of the bid; 

a Bidder or any of its affiliates has been hired (or is 

proposed to be hired) by the Employer or Borrower as 

Engineer for the Contract implementation. 

 4.4 A Bidder that has been determined to be ineligible by the 

World Bank in relation to the World Bank Guidelines on 

Preventing and Combating Fraud and Corruption in projects 

financed by IBRD Loans and IDA Credits and Grants, shall 

not be eligible to be awarded a contract.  
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 4.5 Government-owned entities in the Employerôs country shall 

be eligible only if they can establish that they are legally and 

financially autonomous and operate under commercial law. 

Also, they shall not be dependent agencies of the Employer. 

 4.6 Bidders shall provide such evidence of their continued 

eligibility satisfactory to the Employer, as the Employer 

shall reasonably request. 

 4.7 Bidders shall be excluded if:   

(a) as a matter of law or official regulation, the Borrowerôs 
country prohibits commercial relations with that country, 

provided that AusAID is satisfied that such exclusion 

does not preclude effective competition for the supply of 

Works required; or  

(b) by an act of compliance with a decision of the United 

Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the 

Charter of the United Nations, the Borrowerôs country 

prohibits any import of goods or contracting of Works or 

services  from that country or any payments to persons 

or entities in that country. 

4.8 This bidding is open only to prequalified Bidders unless an 

exception has been granted by AusAID, as indicated in the 

BDS. 

Eligible  Materials, 

Equipment, and 

Services 

5.1 The materials, equipment and services to be supplied under 

the Contract and financed by AusAID may have their origin 

in any country subject to the restrictions specified in Section 

V, Eligible Countries, and all expenditures under the 

Contract will not contravene such restrictions.  At the 

Employerôs request, Bidders may be required to provide 

evidence of the origin of materials, equipment and services.

6.2 The Invitation for Bids issued by the Employer is not part of 

the Bidding Documents. 

 
6.3 The Employer is not responsible for the completeness of the 

Bidding Documents and their addenda, if they were not 

obtained directly from the source stated by the Employer in 

the Invitation for Bids. 

 
6.4 The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, 

terms, and specifications in the Bidding Documents.  Failure 

to furnish all information or documentation required by the 

Bidding Documents may result in the rejection of the bid. 

Clarification of 

Bidding 

Documents, Site 

Visit, Pre-Bid 

Meeting 

7.1 A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification of the 

Bidding Documents shall contact the Employer in writing at 

the Employerôs address indicated in the BDS or raise his 

enquiries during the pre-bid meeting if provided for in 

accordance with ITB 7.4.  The Employer will respond in 

writing to any request for clarification, provided that such 

request is received no later than twenty-one (21) days prior 

to the deadline for submission of bids.  The Employer shall 

forward copies of its response to all Bidders who have 

acquired the Bidding Document in accordance with ITB 6.3, 

including a description of the inquiry but without identifying 

its source.  Should the clarification result in changes to the 

essential elements of the Bidding Documents, the Employer 

shall amend the Bidding Documents following the procedure 

under ITB 8 and ITB 22.2. 

 7.2 The Bidder is advised to visit and examine the Site of Works 

and its surroundings and obtain for itself on its own 

responsibility all information that may be necessary for 

preparing the bid and entering into a contract for 

construction of the Works.  The costs of visiting the Site 

shall be at the Bidderôs own expense. 

 7.3 The Bidder and any of its personnel or agents will be 

granted permission by the Employer to enter upon its 

premises and lands for the purpose of such visit, but only 

upon the express condition that the Bidder, its personnel, 

and agents will release and indemnify the Employer and its 
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personnel and agents from and against all liability in respect 

thereof, and will be responsible for death or personal injury, 

loss of or damage to property, and any other loss, damage, 

costs, and expenses incurred as a result of the inspection. 

 7.4 The Bidderôs designated representative is invited to attend a 

pre-bid meeting, if provided for in the BDS. The purpose 

of the meeting will be to clarify issues and to answer 

questions on any matter that may be raised at that stage. 

 7.5 The Bidder is requested, as far as possible, to submit any 

questions in writing, to reach the Employer not later than 

one week before the meeting. 

 7.6 Minutes of the pre-bid meeting, including the text of the 

questions raised, without identifying the source, and the 

responses given, together with any responses prepared after 

the meeting, will be transmitted promptly to all Bidders who 

have acquired the Bidding Documents in accordance with 

ITB 6.3.  Any modification to the Bidding Documents that 

may become necessary as a result of the pre-bid meeting 

shall be made by the Employer exclusively through the issue 

of an Addendum pursuant to ITB 8 and not through the 

minutes of the pre-bid meeting. 

 7.7 Nonattendance at the pre-bid meeting will not be a cause for 

disqualification of a Bidder. 

Amendment of Bidding 

Documents 

8.1 At any time prior to the deadline for submission of bids, the 

Employer may amend the Bidding Documents by issuing 

addenda. 

 8.2 Any addendum issued shall be part of the Bidding 

Documents and shall be communicated in writing to all who 

have obtained the Bidding Document from the Employer in 

accordance with ITB 6.3. 

 8.3 To give prospective Bidders reasonable time in which to 

take an addendum into account in preparing their bids, the 

Employer should extend the deadline for the submission of 

bids, pursuant to ITB 22.2 

 C.  Preparation of Bids 

Cost of Bidding 9.1 The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the 

preparation and submission of its Bid, and the Employer 

shall not be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless 

of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process. 

Language of Bid 10.1 The Bid, as well as all correspondence and documents 

relating to the bid exchanged by the Bidder and the 

Employer, shall be written in the language specified in the 

BDS.  Supporting documents and printed litreature that are 
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part of the Bid may be in another language provided they are 

accompanied by an accurate translation of the relevant 

passages in the language specified in the BDS, in which 

case, for purposes of interpretation of the Bid, such 

translation shall govern. 

Documents 

Comprising the Bid 

11.1 The Bid shall comprise the following: 

(a) Letter of Bid and Appendix to Bid 

(b) completed schedules as required, including priced Bill 

of Quantities, in accordance with ITB 12 and 14; 

(c) Bid Security, in accordance with ITB 19; 

(d) alternative bids, if permissible, in accordance with ITB 

13; 

(e) written confirmation authorizing the signatory of the 

Bid to commit the Bidder, in accordance with ITB 

20.2; 

(f) documentary evidence in accordance with ITB 17 

establishing the Bidderôs continued qualified status or, 

if post-qualification applies, as indicated in accordance 

with ITB 4.8, the Bidderôs qualifications to perform 

the contract if its Bid is accepted; 

(g) Technical Proposal in accordance with ITB 16; and 

(h) any other document required in the BDS. 

11.2 In addition to the requirements under ITB 11.1, bids 

submitted by a JVA shall include a copy of the Joint Venture 

Agreement entered into by all partners.  Alternatively, a 

Letter of Intent to execute a Joint Venture Agreement in the 

event of a successful bid shall be signed by all partners and 

submitted with the bid, together with a copy of the proposed 

agreement.  

Letter of Bid and 

Schedules  

12.1 The Letter of Bid and Schedules, including the Bill of 

Quantities, shall be prepared using the relevant forms 

furnished in Section IV, Bidding Forms.  The forms must be 

completed without any alterations to the text, and no 

substitutes shall be accepted except as provided under ITB 

20.2.  All blank spaces shall be filled in with the information 

requested.  

Alternative Bids 13.1 Unless otherwise indicated in the BDS, alternative bids 

shall not be considered. 

 13.2 When alternative times for completion are explicitly invited, 

a statement to that effect will be included in the BDS, as 

will the method of evaluating different times for completion. 
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 13.3 Except as provided under ITB 13.4 below, Bidders wishing 

to offer technical alternatives to the requirements of the 

Bidding Documents must first price the Employerôs design 

as described in the Bidding Documents and shall further 

provide all information necessary for a complete evaluation 

of the alternative by the Employer, including drawings, 

design calculations, technical specifications, breakdown of 

prices, and proposed construction methodology and other 

relevant details.  Only the technical alternatives, if any, of 

the lowest evaluated Bidder conforming to the basic 

technical requirements shall be considered by the Employer. 

 13.4 When specified in the BDS, Bidders are permitted to 

submit alternative technical solutions for specified parts of 

the Works, and such parts will be identified in the BDS, as 

will the method for their evaluating, and described in 

Section VI, Workôs Requirements. 

Bid Prices and 

Discounts 

14.1 The prices and discounts quoted by the Bidder in the Letter 

of Bid and in the Bill of Quantities shall conform to the 

requirements specified below. 

 14.2 The Bidder shall fill in rates and prices for all items of the 

Works described in the Bill of Quantities.  Items against 

which no rate or price is entered by the Bidder will not be 

paid for by the Employer when executed and shall be 

deemed covered by the rates for other items and prices in the 

Bill of Quantities. 

 
14.3 The price to be quoted in the Letter of Bid, in accordance 

with ITB 12.1, shall be the total price of the Bid, excluding 

any discounts offered.  

 
14.4 The Bidder shall quote any unconditional discounts and the 

methodology for their application in the Letter of Bid, in 

accordance with ITB 12.1. 

 
14.5 Unless otherwise provided in the BDS and the Contract, 

the rates and prices quoted by the Bidder are subject to 

adjustment during the performance of the Contract in 

accordance with the provisions of the Conditions of 

Contract.  In such a case, the Bidder shall furnish the indices 

and weightings for the price adjustment formulae in the 

Schedule of Adjustment Data and the Employer may require 

the Bidder to justify its proposed indices and weightings. 

 
14.6 If so indicated in ITB 1.1, bids are being invited for 

individual lots (contracts) or for any combination of lots 

(packages).  Bidders wishing to offer any price reduction for 

the award of more than one Contract shall specify in their 

bid the price reductions applicable to each package, or 
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alternatively, to individual Contracts within the package.  

Price reductions or discounts shall be submitted in 

accordance with ITB 14.4, provided the bids for all lots 

(contracts) are submitted and opened at the same time.  

 
14.7 All duties, taxes, and other levies payable by the Contractor 

under the Contract, or for any other cause, as of the date 28 

days prior to the deadline for submission of bids, shall be 

included in the rates and prices and the total Bid Price 

submitted by the Bidder. 

Currencies of Bid and 

Payment 

15.1 The currency(ies) of the bid and the currency(ies) of  

payments shall be as specified in the BDS. 

15.2 Bidders may be required by the Employer to justify, to the 

Employerôs satisfaction, their local and foreign currency 

requirements, and to substantiate that the amounts included 

in the unit rates and prices and shown in the the Schedule of 

Adjustment Data in the Appendix to Bid are reasonable, in 

which case a detailed breakdown of the foreign currency 

requirements shall be provided by Bidders. 

Documents 

Comprising the 

Technical Proposal 

16.1 The Bidder shall furnish a Technical Proposal including a 

statement of work methods, equipment, personnel, schedule 

and any other information as stipulated in Section IV, in 

sufficient detail to demonstrate the adequacy of the Biddersô 

proposal to meet the work requirements and the completion 

time.   

Documents 

Establishing the 

Qualifications of 

the Bidder 

17.1 In accordance with Section III, Evaluation and Qualification 

Criteria, to establish that the Bidder continues to meet the 

criteria used at the time of prequalification, the Bidder shall 

provide in the corresponding information sheets included in 

Section IV, Bidding Forms, updated information on any 

assessed aspect that changed from that time, or if post-

qualification applies as indicated in accordance with ITB 

4.8, the Bidder shall provide the information requested in the 

corresponding information sheets included in Section IV, 

Bidding Forms. 

 17.2 If a margin of preference applies as indicated in accordance 

with ITB 33.1, domestic Bidders, individually or in joint 

ventures, applying for eligibility for domestic preference 

shall supply all information required to satisfy the criteria 

for eligibility indicated in accordance with ITB 33.1. 

Period of Validity of 

Bids 

18.1 Bids shall remain valid for the period specified in the BDS 

after the bid submission deadline date prescribed by the 

Employer in accordance with ITB 22.1.  A bid valid for a 

shorter period shall be rejected by the Employer as non 

responsive. 
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18.2 In exceptional circumstances, prior to the expiration of the 

bid validity period, the Employer may request Bidders to 

extend the period of validity of their bids. The request and 

the responses shall be made in writing. If a bid security is 

requested in accordance with ITB 19, it shall also be 

extended for twenty-eight (28) days beyond the deadline of 

the extended validity period. A Bidder may refuse the 

request without forfeiting its bid security. A Bidder granting 

the request shall not be required or permitted to modify its 

bid, except as provided in ITB 18.3. 

 
18.3 If the award is delayed by a period exceeding fifty-six (56) 

days beyond the expiry of the initial bid validity, the 

Contract price shall be determined as follows: 

(a) In the case of fixed price contracts, the Contract price 

shall be the bid price adjusted by the factor specified in 

the BDS.  

(b) In the case of adjustable price contracts, to determine 

the Contract price, the fixed portion of the bid price 

shall be adjusted by the factor specified in the BDS. 

(c) In any case, bid evaluation shall be based on the bid 

price without taking into consideration the applicable 

correction from those indicated above. 

Bid Security 19.1 Unless otherwise specified in the BDS, the Bidder shall 

furnish as part of its bid, either a Bid-Securing Declaration 

or a bid security as specified in the BDS, in original form 

and, in the case of a bid security, in the amount and currency 

specified in the BDS. 

 
19.2 A Bid-Securing Declaration shall use the form included in 

Section IV, Bidding Forms. 

 
19.3 If a bid security is specified pursuant to ITB 19.1, the bid 

security shall be a demand guarantee in any of the following 

forms at the Bidderôs option: 

(a) an unconditional bank guarantee issued by a bank or 

surety;  

(b) an irrevocable letter of credit;  

(c) a cashierôs or certified check; or 

(d) another security indicated in the BDS,  

from a reputable source from an eligible country.  If the 

unconditional guarantee is issued by an insurance company 

or a bonding company located outside the Employerôs 

Country, the issuer shall have a correspondent financial 

institution located in the Employerôs Country to make it 

enforceable.  In the case of a bank guarantee, the bid 

security shall be submitted either using the Bid Security 
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Form included in Section IV, Bidding Forms, or in another 

substantially similar format approved by the Employer prior 

to bid submission.  In either case, the form must include the 

complete name of the Bidder.  The bid security shall be 

valid for twenty-eight (28) days beyond the original validity 

period of the bid, or beyond any period of extension if 

requested under ITB 18.2. 

 
19.4 If a bid security is specified pursuant to ITB 19.1, any bid 

not accompanied by a substantially responsive bid security 

or Bid-Securing Declaration shall be rejected by the 

Employer as non responsive. 

 
19.5 If a bid security is specified pursuant to ITB 19.1, the bid 

security of unsuccessful Bidders shall be returned as 

promptly as possible upon the successful Bidderôs furnishing 

of the performance security pursuant to ITB 41. 

 
19.6 The bid security of the successful Bidder shall be returned as 

promptly as possible once the successful Bidder has signed 

the Contract and furnished the required performance 

security. 

 
19.7 The bid security may be forfeited or the Bid-Securing 

Declaration executed: 

(a) if a Bidder withdraws its bid during the period of bid 

validity specified by the Bidder on the Letter of Bid or 

(b) if the successful Bidder fails to:  

(i) sign the Contract in accordance with ITB 40; or 

(ii) furnish a performance security in accordance with 

ITB 41. 

 19.8 The bid security or the Bid-Securing Declaration of a JVA 

shall be in the name of the JVA that submits the bid. If the 

JVA has not been legally constituted into a legally 

enforceable JVA at the time of bidding, the bid security or 

the Bid-Securing Declaration shall be in the names of all 

future partners as named in the letter of intent referred to in 

ITB 4.1. 

19.9 If a bid security is not required in the BDS, and  

(a) if a Bidder withdraws its bid during the period of bid 

validity specified by the Bidder on the Letter of Bid 

Form, except as provided in ITB 18.2, or 

(b) if the successful Bidder fails to sign the Contract in 

accordance with ITB 40; or furnish a performance 

security in accordance with ITB 41; 

the Borrower may, if provided for in the BDS, declare the 
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Bidder disqualified to be awarded a contract by the 

Employer for a period of time as stated in the BDS. 

Format and Signing of 

Bid 

20.1 The Bidder shall prepare one original of the documents 

comprising the bid as described in ITB 11 and clearly mark 

it ñORIGINAL.ò Alternative bids, if permitted in accordance 

with ITB 13, shall be clearly marked ñALTERNATIVE.ò In 

addition, the Bidder shall submit copies of the bid, in the 

number specified in the BDS and clearly mark them 

ñCOPY.ò  In the event of any discrepancy between the 

original and the copies, the original shall prevail.
